C. How to Play: All entries will be judged by station representatives from all entries received 

weeks prior.  On or around the second to the last Thursday of each month during the 
7:00 a.m. hour, the Station will announce the winner for the month.     

 
D. Other Requirements: Nominees should meet the following criteria; Has shown an 

incredible act of generosity.  Is a trendsetter and has paved the way for others.  Has 
made a difference in someone’s life.  Represents the image of a true best friend.  Has 
achieved success in business.  Shows dedication to education.  Has shown an act of 
heroism.  A total of twelve (12) finalists will be chosen.  At the end of the contest one 
lucky woman will be chosen to be “The Beth McDonald Woman of the Year”.   

 
2. Prize(s).  The prize(s) that will be awarded to the eligible finalist(s) is a KEZ Prize 

Package including: KEZ Merchandise, Mercedes-Benz Merchandise provided by 
Schumacher Mercedes-Benz and Gift certificates to the Hyatt Regency Scottsdale Resort 
at Gainey Ranch (approximate prize value:  $950).

Only 
one (1) prize per household from any of the Company’s stations within any thirty (30) day 
period.  Employees of the Company, the Contest’s participating sponsors and their 
advertising agencies, employees of other radio or television stations, and members of the 
immediate family of any such persons are not eligible to participate and win.  The term 
“immediate family” includes spouses, siblings, parents, children, grandparents, and 
grandchildren, whether as “in-laws,” or by current or past marriage(s), remarriage(s), 
adoption, co-habitation or other family extension, and any other persons residing at the 
same household whether or not related. 

 
4. Telephone and Delivery Disclaimer.  Participants are restricted to the use of ordinary 

telephone equipment.  Participants that enable the “Caller ID” block function will not be 
allowed to participate unless they enter their correct area code and telephone number if 
prompted, or disable the features inhibiting their participation in the Contest.  Participants 
using equipment not set up for toll free phone exchanges (800, 888, 877, 866, etc.) may 
experience call connection problems.  The Company disclaims all liability for the inability 
of a participant to complete or continue a telephone call due to equipment malfunction, 
busy lines, inadvertent disconnections, acts beyond the Company’s control, or otherwise.  
The Company disclaims all liability for any delays, misdelivery, loss, or failure in the 
delivery of any item sent by mail, courier, express, `electronic transmission, or other 
delivery method.  The Company is not responsible for mechanical, technical, electronic, 
communications, telephone, computer, hardware or software errors, malfunctions or 
failures of any kind, including: failed, incomplete, garbled or delayed transmission of 
online entries, traffic congestion on telephone lines, the Internet or at any website or lost 
or unavailable network connections which may limit an online entrant's ability to 
participate in the Contest, and any injury or damage to entrant’s or any other person’s 
computer related to or resulting from participating in or downloading any information 
necessary to participate in the Contest.

6. Release.  By participating in the Contest, each participant and winner waives any and all 

claims of liability against the Company, its employees and agents, the Contest’s sponsors 
and their respective employees and agents, for any personal injury or loss which may 
occur from the conduct of, or participation in, the Contest, or from the use of any prize.  In 
order to receive a prize, participants must sign an official waiver form provided by the 
Company. 

 
7. Taxes.  Any valuation of the prize(s) stated above is based on available information 

provided to the Company, and the value of any prize awarded to a winner may be 
reported for tax purposes as required by law.  Each winner is solely responsible for 
reporting and paying any and all applicable taxes. Each winner must provide the 
Company with valid identification and a valid taxpayer identification number or social 
security number before any prize will be awarded.

decisions of Company personnel.  The Company reserves the right to disqualify any 
participant or winner and may refuse to award any prize to a person who is ineligible or 
has violated any rule, gained unfair advantage in participating in the Contest, or obtained 
winner status using fraudulent means.  The Company will interpret these rules and 
resolve any disputes, conflicting claims or ambiguities concerning the rules or the Contest 
and the Company’s decisions concerning such disputes shall be final.  If the conduct or 
outcome of the Contest is affected by human error, any mechanical, technical, electronic, 
communications, telephone, computer, hardware or software errors, malfunctions or 
failures of any kind, intentional interference or any event beyond the control of the 
Company, the Company reserves the right to terminate this Contest, or make such other 
decisions regarding the outcome as the Company deems appropriate.  All decisions will 
be made by the Company and are final.  The Company may waive any of these rules in 
its sole discretion.
